Orton Parish Council (1) for year ending 31st March 2019
These notes and explanations apply to boxes 2, 3, 4, 6 and 9 of the Accounting Statement.

Notes on Significant variations.

2. Annual precept. Variation £6,245/£6,388 an increase of £143
The annual precept for 2018/19 was increased by £143 compared to 2017/18, to compensate for the reduced CTRS grant. 
3. Total other receipts. Variation £4,099/£1,084 a decrease of £3,015
Less grant money was received in 2018/19 compared to 2017/18, giving a negative variance of £2,592. No reparation money was received for damaged salt bins, giving a negative variance of £200: the CTRS grant was reduced by £143 compared to 2017/18 and £80 less VAT was reclaimed, giving an overall reduction in receipts for 2018/19 of £3,015.

4. Staff costs. No variation £2,296/£2,296 
The salary of the clerk and staff costs remained unchanged.

6. Total other costs. Variation £6,427/£7,067 an increase of £640
No grant money was given to the Village Hall in 2018/19, resulting in a negative variance of £2,005. In addition, payments for website training, the salt bin, the parish magazine, A. Rickerby expenses, G. Wills expenses and the cost of play area repairs were all reduced in 2018/19, producing negative variances of £270, £155, £150, £93, £67 and £70 respectively. Costs for insurance, internal audit, stationary and website hosting were all reduced, compared to 2017/18, giving the following reductions in costs; £216, £76, £29 and £26, respectively. An unpresented cheque for £5 was accounted as a reduced cost.
Increased costs were incurred in 2018/19 by small increases in play area inspection fees and CALC subscription, namely £1 and £5 respectively. Registration with ICO meant a new cost of £35 was incurred in 2018/19 and increased payroll fees produced a positive variance of £64 compared to 2017/18. A newspaper advertisement for grass-cutting tenders increased 2018/19 costs by £142 and a tree safety survey produced an additional cost of £240, compared to 2017/18. Remedial work was carried out in 2018/19 to repair an area of tarmac, costing £1,656 and additional antique signposts were restored, at a cost of £1,660.
In summary, the total other costs in 2018/19 were increased by £640 when compared to 2017/18. The £1 discrepancy between the costs and the variance table below can be accounted for by the rounding up and down process.
